Tips:

1. Ask your HVAC service provider about options to convert the burner on your system.

2. To avoid the high expense of installing a chimney liner, choose a boiler or furnace with efficiency high
enough so it can be exhausted straight out of the house and not through the chimney.

3. Make sure you ask your HVAC service provider about manufacturer, state, and federal rebates.
Currently we can get up to a $750 CT rebate on gas boilers and $600 for furnaces if they have greater
than 90% efficiency.

4. Share your estimates and recommendations with neighbors so we utilize the power of competition.

Make sure that your service provider does a home heating assessment especially if you have

upgraded your insulation in the attic and siding. A system too large will not run as efficiently. Another

reason to compare notes with neighbors.

The take away from the graph below is that gas
maintains it’s cost advantage over oil. The cost ratio it
plots is based on commodity market prices.

* Equivalent gallons mean a volume that has
equivalent energy content to a gallon of oil.

* Natural gas is typically measured in volumes of 100
cubic feet or CCF. In2013 the cost was $1.45 per
